2019–2020 COURSES AND LOCATIONS
The Criminology Department currently offers to two distinct Inside-Out courses at two different provincial correctional centres on Vancouver Island. Three courses are held per academic year: fall, spring and summer session. The schedule for the 2019-2020 academic year is as follows:

CRIM 499: From Social Exclusion to Social Inclusion (Prerequisite: 60 credits completed)

Spring semester, Thursdays from 5:30pm – 8:30pm @ Nanaimo Correctional Centre 
CRIM 299: Exploring Issues of Crime and Justice Behind the Walls (Prerequisite: 30 credits completed)
Instructors: Joanne Falvai and Beth McLin
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WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO APPLY?
Students who are enrolled in an academic program of study at VIU may apply to take an Inside-Out course. This includes students in any discipline and in any diploma or degree program at VIU. Students are not required to have taken any Criminology courses prior to applying to take an Inside-Out course. Interested students should have either second year standing (30 credits completed) or third year standing (60 credits completed) by the time the course begins.
Students who have a criminal history and have been convicted of an offence as an adult, or as a juvenile, should contact the program director prior to applying.  

HOW DO I APPLY?
Fill out the application form and submit it, along with a copy of your unofficial transcript to Joanne.Falvai@viu.ca and Lauren.Mayes@viu.ca. The unofficial transcript will be used to confirm the number of credits you have completed; GPA is not a deciding factor in selecting students for this program. 
WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?
Applications will be reviewed, applicants will be shortlisted and those deemed suitable for participation in the course will be invited to an interview conducted by the course instructors and a representative from the correctional centre. Interviews will take place in May and June. If students are unavailable for an in-person interview, arrangements can be made to interview students via Skype and/or via telephone. Students will be registered in CRIM 299 or 499 only after being offered acceptance. Security clearances will need to be completed following acceptance. The cost of the criminal record check will be each student’s responsibility. Prior to the start of each course we will hold a mandatory half-day session at VIU that will include a security orientation that teaches students about prison realities and the need for respecting boundaries when interacting with the inside students. The date of each mandatory session is forthcoming.
